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BY-LAWS OF THE

TRINITY VICINITY NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION

Article I. 
Name and Principal Office.

Section 1
The name of the Association is the Trinity Vicinity Neighborhood Association, also called TVNA and hereinafter referred to as TVNA.

Section 2
The principal office of TVNA, a nonprofit corporation incorporated under the laws of the State of Delaware, shall be at the address of the current President of TVNA, who shall also be the registered agent of TVNA.

Section 3
With the election of a new President, the registered address and name of the registered agent shall be that of the elected President. 
Section 4
The change of the name and address of the registered agent of TVNA shall commence on the first day of the newly elected President’s term of office.

Section 5
A certificate of change of the of the registered office and registered agent of TVNA, shall be filed with the Secretary of State of the State of Delaware within ten days of the new President’s taking office. This will be the responsibility of the Secretary.

Article II.
Purpose.

The nature of the business and the object and purpose of TVNA are to advance, encourage and promote the interests of the neighborhood known as Trinity Vicinity in the City of Wilmington, State of Delaware. To protect and ensure the community rights of the inhabitants thereof, to promote the social life of the community. To promote and protect the property rights and values in said neighborhood. To engage in any lawful activity for which corporations may be organized under the General Corporation Law of Delaware, provided that such activity is consistent with tax exempt status under the Internal Revenue Code of the United States and the laws of the State of Delaware.

Article III.
Geographic Location.

Section 1
Trinity Vicinity Neighborhood Association

The geographical location of TVNA is the area bounded by the even 

numbered side of 8th Street and the even numbered side of 11th Street, the 

even numbered side of Adams Street and the even numbered side of 

Madison Street in the City of Wilmington, in the State of Delaware.


Section 2
Trinity Vicinity City Historic District




The geographical location of the Trinity Vicinity City Historic District is

 the area bounded by the even side of West 9th street to the even side of 

North Jefferson street, the 900 block of North Madison Street to West 11th street excluding the Trinity North Condominiums. West on 11th Street to North Adams Street, including Trinity Episcopal Church, and then south on North Adams Street to West 9th Street.

Article IV.
Membership

Membership in TVNA is limited to all persons of Delaware voting age residing in or owning real property in the geographical area defined in Article III. 

Article V.
Finance.

Section 1
The fiscal year of TVNA is July 1 to June 30, inclusive.

Section 2
Income shall be derived from an annual street fair, interest income, donations from any interested party, or any other fundraising effort authorized by the Membership.

Section 3
The books of TVNA shall be reviewed at the conclusion of each fiscal year by a committee appointed by the President. The Committee will be composed of three Members who are not current Officers or Officers-elect. The written report of the review shall be presented at the regular meeting of the Association at the end of the fiscal year.
 Article VI.
Elections

Section 1
The elected Officers of TVNA shall consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 2
The Officers shall be elected by the Members among their number at each annual meeting and shall serve for one calendar year.

Section 3
Elections can only be held if there is a quorum as defined in Article VIII Section 5
Section 4
In the event of a vacancy the remaining Officers may appoint a member to fill the role until the next election is held.
Article VII.
Duties of Officers

Section 1
The President shall preside at the regularly scheduled meeting. Shall represent TVNA at all public meeting and hearings. Shall speak for TVNA on matters affecting its interests. Shall appoint ad hoc committees. Shall designate a member to represent or perform occasional duties of the President in the event the President or Vice President is unable to do so. Shall submit an annual report to the Membership.

Section 2
The Vice President shall be the Chairperson for all Ad Hoc Committees, perform duties assigned by the President or by the Membership and shall perform the duties of the President in the absence of the President or a vacancy of the office of President.

Section 3
The Secretary shall be responsible for recording the minutes of the meetings of the Membership and shall keep records as may be required by law. Minutes of the prior meetings will be distributed before the next scheduled meeting.

Section 4
The Treasurer shall be responsible for the receiving, depositing, and safeguarding of all funds of TVNA in Financial Institutions approved by the Officers. The Treasurer shall keep accurate financial records of all such funds as may be required by the bylaws, vote of the Officers, or by the Membership. The Treasurer shall report at each regularly scheduled meeting the financial condition as of at least the end of the previous month, and render a finale written report of all income and expenditures for the latest fiscal year. The Treasurer shall perform such duties as required by these bylaws, vote of the Officers or action of the Membership. The Treasurer is required to follow with the wishes of the Membership in respect to investing TVNA funds all strategies approved by the Members at any Regular, Special or Annual Meetings.

Article VIII.
Meetings.

Section 1
Regular meetings of TVNA shall be held at 7:00pm on the last Wednesday of each calendar month at the Sacred Heart Village Community room on the 900 block of Monroe Street, or as called by the Officers of TVNA.

Section 2
Regular meeting time, date or place maybe suspended or changed by a majority vote of the Members present at any regular meeting.

Section 3
There shall be one annual meeting, held on the last Wednesday of the last calendar month of the fiscal year, for the purpose of the election of Officers.

Section 4
All meetings, or cancellations of regular meeting time, date or place, shall be announced to the Membership at least one week prior to the meeting, except that notice of the annual meeting shall be published by the tenth of the month of the annual meeting.
Section 5
A quorum of 15 Members shall be required in order to conduct business at the annual meeting.

Article IX.
General Business Conduct

Section 1 
The responsibility for the general conduct of the affairs of TVNA between regular meetings of the Membership shall be vested in the Officers. The Officers shall not be empowered to modify the substance of official action taken by the Membership.

Section 2
In the management of the business and assets of the TVNA, the Officers shall be vested with all powers possessed by TVNA itself.  Including those of appointment and remuneration, insofar as such delegation of authority is not inconsistent with or repugnant to the laws of the State of Delaware, any other laws of these United States, the Articles of Incorporation of the Association, or by these by laws.

Article X.
Voting.

Unless otherwise specified, a simple majority vote of Members present is required to approve any action of TVNA

Article XI.
Publications.

Section 1
TVNA shall publish a monthly newsletter and an annual directory of Members who have listed their numbers at any regular meeting.

Section 2
The President shall appoint a committee to oversee the production and distribution of the publications.

Section 3
The newsletter shall publish notice of meetings and elections, and the names of the current Officers.

Article XII.
Authorization of Expenditures.

Section 1.
Expenditures of $2000 or more shall require a simple majority of an affirmative vote at two (2) consecutive regular meetings. The purpose of the expenditure must be presented in writing and may be moved on at the meeting in which it was presented.

Section 2
Expenditures of less than $250 shall require a simple majority of the affirmative vote at any regular meeting. Notice for such purpose is not required in writing and may be moved on at the meeting in which it is presented.

Section 3
Notwithstanding Section 2 of this Article, routine expenditures of no more than $50 and expenditures for legal fees and licenses may be authorized at the discretion of the Treasurer and one other Officer.

Article XIII.
Limitation of Activities.

Section 1
No part of the earnings of TVNA shall ever inure to the benefit of or be distributed to any Member, Officer or Director (if any) of TVNA, or any other individual having a personal or private interest in the activities of TVNA. Except that TVNA shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article II hereof. 

Section 2
No substantial part of the activities of TVNA shall ever be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation. TVNA shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publication or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

Article XIV.
Dissolution or Final Liquidation


Dissolution or Final Liquidation of the Association shall take place and the distribution of assets shall proceed in Article Ninth of the Association’s Articles of Incorporations. 

Article XV.
Amendment of By-laws

These By-laws may be amended by two-thirds (2 / 3) vote of the Members presented at any two (2) consecutive regular meetings at which there are at least 15 Members present.

Article XVI.
Rules of Order

Section 1
The rules contained is the most recent edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the Association’s conduct of business.

Section 2
A simple majority of the quorum present may be suspended or modify these rules at the beginning of a regular meeting.
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
